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BE IT ENACTED by the Mayor and Common Councll of the City of
Plattsburgh, New York, as follows!

That Section 27 of the City Charfér of ?he City of Plattsburgh,
Vew York, be amended to read as follows:

CORPORATION CQUNSEL, The Corporation Counsel éhall ?e the so%e

official legal adviser of the common council and all ooard? and

other officers of the city, including the assessors. He sna%l,

when directed by the mayor or by the common couno;l, prosecute

and defend all actions and procesdings by and agsainst the clty
el

B D A S g rinaeluding-criminal-prosecutions
Tfor violation of ordinances and violations of any provisions of
this act; and he shall perform such other professional services
as the mayor and common council may direct. & shall when re-
qulred, prepare all legal papers, contracts, deeds and othsr in-
struments for the city and different departments thereofs AL
the expiration of his tenure of office he shall deliver to his
successor in offlce, as soon as qualified, the record or register
of all suits or proceedings in which the city or any of its de-
partments may be a party, and alsc all papers on the part of the
city. He shall also, in the event of the expiration of hig’
tenure of office, sign stipulations substituting sald successor
as atltorney for the city in such sults or proceedings, to the end
that an order may be enteread making substituticn, All cogts in
litigated cases wherein the clty i1s a party and the city is success
ful shall belong to the city, and when collected shal] be paid to
the city treasurer and credited to and form a part of the general
fund of the city, He may, with the written consent of the mayor,
employ counsel to assist him in the argument and conduct of im-—
portant cases or proceedings in which the city or any officer,
board or department thereof 1s interested or a party. No written
contract providing for the payment of two hundred dollars or

more entered into by the cify or any of ite offlcers, boards or
departments shall become effective or be zsoted upon until there
shall be endorsed thereon by the corporation counsel g certificate
to the effect that the saild officer, board or devartment which

has executed the same on behglf of the clty had authority and
Dower to make such contract and that such contract is in proper
form and properly executed, He shall approve all deeds, con-
Veyances, leagses and the titles affecting property acquired, con-
veyed to or leased by the city; he shall attend to &ll law business
of the city and shall discharge such other dutles as shzll be

prescribed by law or the ordinances of the common council,




It x3hall be the duty of the Corporation Counsel to cause all

claims for persodl injuries to be fully investigated and to that

end he may take proof, examine witnesses and require the claimant
wlth the privilege of counsel, to appear and be sworn by the

Judge of the city court or the mayor or 2 member of the common
councll, and answer orally any question relative to or that gay
asslst him in ascertaining the city's liability or the extent
thereof in order that he may advise the proper officer or board

of the city 1in respect thereto. The claimant may designate another
time and place for the examination if he shall be physically un-
able to so appear. Such examination shall be held within forty.
days after the presentation of such claim, but the time therefor
may be further extended by any Judge of a court of record or the
city Judge on notice to both nmarties. No action shall be commenced
on any such claim where such an examination has been required until
the seme 1s held. He shall annually transmit to the common council
at 1ts last session of each year a report of the business done by
him during the year. The corporation counsel shall, whenever he
considers that the interests of the city will be subserved thereby,
enter into an agreement in writing, subject, however, to the ap-
rroval of the common councll, to compromise and settle any claim
against the city, which agreement shall constitute 2 valid obliga-
tion against the clty; and the amount therein apnropriated to be
pald shall, with interest thereon from its date, be included in the
hext city tax budget and be collected and rald the same in all
respects as a judgment against the city. If, however, before the
adoption of the city tax budget there shall be received by the

clty chamberlain from any source any moneys not otherwlese appro-
priated, the amount in the agreement provided, may be pald out of
such moneys so recelved so far as they will satiefy the same. The
emount of any judgment recovered against the city and payable by 1it,
remaining unpald, with the interest due thereon, in case the time
to appeal therefrom has expired and no appeal has been taken or a
certificate of no appeal therefrom has been glven by the corpora-
‘tion counsel, or in case such Judgment 1s finally affirmed or

an appeal taken and the execution thereon shall not be stayed shall
be reported to the common council immediately after the same shall
have become paysble as aforesald; and the amount thereof shall be
included in the next city tax budget. Such Judgments shall be paild
in the order of their recovery, out of the moneys first rald into
the clty chamberlain on account of the annusl taxes, or, prior
thereto, out of temporary loans made in antleipation of the.collectir
of such taxes. If, however, there be any moneys in the treasury to
the credit of any fund derived from clty revenues, other than tax-
atlon, in excess of the estimated revenues from such source and not
otherwlse aporopriated, sufficient to satlisfy judgments against the
clty, warrsnts may be igsued by direction of the common council

for the payments of such Judgments out of sald funds in the order of
thelir recovery. Until the moneys apvlicable to the vayment of a
Judgment have been raised and pald into the city chamberlain and
vayment of the judgment has been refused, no execution ghall issue
agalnst the city unless the amount of such Judgment shall not have
been included in the tax budget.

All costs in litigated cases, exclusive of disbursements as may
be awarded the eity when defendant and when collected shall belong
to the corporation counsel and may be retained by him,

This section hereby repealing Sections 124, 125, 126, 127, 128 and
129 of the City Charter.

Thie Local Law shall take effect immediately.
